Beloved brothers and sisters in Christ,

When we allow Scripture to shape
our values and actions, it becomes a light that transforms
culture itself.

Friends, the Bible is not just a companion for a season but
for a lifetime. May this year’s celebration inspire us to open
our hearts and homes more fully to God’s Word. As we do,
may His love, integrity, faith, and engagement flow through
us, bringing renewal to our nation and hope to the world.
